BROCCOLI SALAD CROCKPOT PORK CHOPS FOR TWO
_ 1 2 center cut pork chops
1 3 bunches broccoli, chopped 1 1/8tsp salt
1 2 c. shredded Mozzarella cheese 1 1/8 tsp pepper
1 2 c. shredded Cheddar cheese 1 1/8 tsp garlic powder
1 11 Ib. bacon, cooked gnd crumbled §  1/8 tsp onion powder
1 Y% c. chopped red onion (optional) 1 1 Tbls olive oil
f 1 can mushroom soup

Mix and chill at least one hour. Overnight is good.

Sprinkle both sides of pork chops with salt, pep-
per, garlic powder and onion powder. Pour olive oll
in skillet and brown pork chops on each side for
about one minute. Remove from skillet and place in
crockpot, pour soup over chops. Cook on low for 8
hours. (The chops may be put in the crock pot
without browning first and they will still be fine.

Also, cooking six hours is sufficient).

DRESSING

1 Y c.sugar

1 ¥ c. mayonnaise

1 1tsp. vinegar

Mix together and add to broccoli mixture.

Sprinkle ¥z c. sunflower seeds and mix right before

serving.

May use raisins instead of sunflower seeds.
